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Intermodal Clean Trucks Program: The Fee Collection Begins

After much controversy,
delay and numerous

discussions, the Ports of Los
Angeles and Long Beach are

moving forward with the
implementation of the

Clean Trucks Program. Both

ports have announced the
application of the Clean
Trucks Fee to begin on
Wednesday, February 18th
for all beneficial cargo

. o
owners (import and export).

The fee assessed by the
ports will be $35 per
20’container, and $70 per
40’&40’HC containers.

Any trucks entering the port

will have to be equipped
with a Radio Frequency
Identification Tag (RFID) in
order to gain entry into the

gates. Any trucks without

this tag will be denied entry

into the port.
